Reception 
Activities parents are encouraged to support their children with:
· There is a phased introduction to guided reading as the year progresses, parents listening to their child read their guided book over the weekend and asking them questions linked to the story. A child’s guided book is read to a staff member at school at least 3 times across the week before being taken home to be shared. At home an adult can support the reading by engaging with their focused section of the guided book to support the child’s awareness of parosody;
· Reading to a parent/carer over the weekend;
· Sharing a story book every night;
· Learning / memorising by heart the focused poem for the week;
· Phonics learning from the weekly focus – learning phonemes or words from a focused list;
· Numeracy e.g. subitizing or shape spotting and counting;

· Reading to a parent/carer at least five times a week for a period of 10 minutes (this time scale includes time to talk about the book).
· Word lists based on words from their reading books or phonics group.
· Maths linked to classroom learning and specifically targeted maths as appropriate to individual children.

Year Two One – 40 minutes a week and 10 - 15 minutes reading a day
Reading to a parent/carer at least five times a week for a period of 10 – 15 minutes (this time scale includes time to talk about the book).
· Word lists based on words from their reading books or phonics group and Year 2 statutory spelling list (spellings maybe introduced of high frequency words)
·  Maths linked to classroom learning and specifically targeted maths as appropriate to individual children.
 
Year Three and Year Four - 1 hour a week and 15 -  20 minutes reading a day
· Reading to a parent/carer (or sustained silent reading) at least five times a week for a period of 15 – 20 minutes this time scale includes time to talk about the book).
· Spellings to learn, based on the statutory spelling lists.
· Maths linked to classroom learning and specifically targeted maths as appropriate to individual children.
· Times tables to learn 
· Year 4 - 10 minutes twice a week practising the reading fluency text online as previously practised in class

Year Five - 1 and a half hours a week and 15 – 20 minutes reading a day:
· Reading to a parent/carer (or sustained silent reading) at least five times a week for a period of 20 – 30 minutes (this time scale includes time to talk about the book). 
· 10 minutes twice a week practising the reading fluency text online as previously practised in class.
· Spellings to learn, based on the statutory spelling lists.
·  Maths linked to classroom learning and specifically targeted maths as appropriate to individual children.
· Times tables to learn 
 
Year Six - 1 and a half hours a week and 15 – 20 minutes reading a day:
· Reading to a parent/carer (or sustained silent reading) at least five times a week for a period of 20 – 30 minutes (this time scale includes time to talk about the book). 
· 10 minutes twice a week practising the reading fluency text online as previously practised in class.
· Spellings to learn, based on the statutory spelling lists.
·  Maths linked to classroom learning and specifically targeted maths as appropriate to individual children.
· Times tables to learn 
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
