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It is expected that a range of displays are evident in each classroom to include:
· Working Walls
· Interactive displays
· Curriculum / Interest tables
· Book area
· Class welcome / information board

Working Walls
Working Walls can make a positive contribution to children’s learning. The core purpose of a working wall is to: 
· support children’s understanding in the process of learning 
· provide a visual resource and a reference to scaffold learning 
· support current learning and pertinent prior learning 
· represent the work in progress, the learning journey steps 
· model specific unit modelling for children to access, including children’s examples. 
· help independent learning 
· show progress in learning concepts or steps 
· model essential concepts, processes, vocabulary 

Working walls will be displayed where they are visible and accessible for pupils to see and use.  This means displaying them in a central place where most teacher led input can be seen and where the eye is drawn. They should be the focal point for whole class learning. Maths and English Working Walls will be developed on the White Wall. 
Working walls should represent “real time learning” and be current to the learning area in focus. (E.g. part of a current topic or unit). 
Working walls should:
· Be supportive and interactive for children
· Be part of the planned learning experience and referred to continuously 
· Referred to by children 
· Include children’s contributions
· Provide ‘stepping stones’ for children 
· Help children think through ‘higher order thinking skills’, especially when they contain open questions. 

Interactive Displays
The use of interactive displays:
· Encourage children’s thinking from enquiry and engagement with learning 
· Support the development of sustained, active thinking 
· Should be accessible 
· Can provide next steps for learners. (E.g. form an enquiry or homework opportunity) 
· Help extend learning beyond the teacher modelling 
· Support deeper learning and reinforce key language development 

The use of open questions as part of displays:
· Can be linked to assessment;
· Can link learning
· Encourage application of learning in different contexts 
· Can support the development of deeper thinking 
· Can provide challenge and support
· Give time to explore and problem solve 

Providing examples of learning in displays:
· Supports children in understanding what they are working towards in their learning;
· Models expectations
· Shows what success looks like;
· Supports a shared understanding of success criteria
· Supports children in understanding the key features and aims of learning, so children can see where they are and what the next steps are;
· Can provide support if children are ‘stuck’;
· Provides a prompt for review and improvement;

Use of success criteria in displays:
· Is introduced at the start of a teaching sequence or unit;
· Is shared with the children, discussed and referred to with children;
· Is expanded upon;
· Referred back to and referenced throughout the learning process;
· Support the assessment process;
· Can be generated with the children;

Use of Curriculum / Interest Tables:
Interest tables create an instant reference to a learning theme. They promote enquiry and stimulate the sense, drawing learners in.  Curriculum and interest tables provide a variety of opportunities in the classroom including: 
· Stimulating discussion in lessons linked to a curriculum theme 
· Generating enthusiasm towards a topic area or an aspect of a topic theme 
· Providing children with concrete examples / artefacts that prompt thinking 
· Role play and drama opportunities 
· Opportunities to display learning questions and link learning across curriculum areas 
· Being used as a reference point by teachers and children to plan learning opportunities around 
· Providing a stimulating and inviting part of the classroom

Book Areas
· A book area which is organised and inviting, where books are attractively displayed. This must be an area which is attractive to the children so they choose to use it. Book areas should be tidied and regularly reviewed.
· The book area should be a stimulating place to read and learn;
· The use of key questions, interactive author focus and displays of genres can enhance the experience for children.
