Music
Intent: Our Music curriculum will engage and inspire pupils, developing their love for and interest in music. It will develop their skills and confidence in playing musical instruments as well as nurturing their critical engagement, eventually being able to appraise and compose pieces of music. 
 
The teaching and learning of Music develops children’s knowledge, skills and understanding, so that they can perform with increasing competence and confidence in a range of activities. Music teaching facilitates the communication of musical dimensions (timbre, pitch, texture, tempo, duration, structure & dynamics), through composition, improvisation, listening and appraising to develop an understanding of music from different eras and cultures.  To enable children to develop their skills and techniques as singers, instrumentalists and performers.  

We provide pupils with opportunities to develop their knowledge in the following ways:
· Develop their awareness of the cultural knowledge associated with music
· Develop their performing skills that enables them to participate in social music
· Using improvisation to develop individual musical identity
· Gain a deeper understanding and appreciation of the music they engage 

In our music curriculum:
· Knowledge is broken down into the component units of: structure, pitch and melody, harmony and tonality, texture, tempo, metre and rhythm, dynamics and articulation, and sonority (performing forces and playing techniques). 
· Skills are broken down into performing, composing and critical listening. 
· Children will develop their knowledge of the context in which the music with which they engage was created and performed.
· Children develop their singing through  activities that offer increasing levels of challenge. 

Units include music from a range of musical periods, genres, styles and traditions and this facilitating knowledge helps us to introduce, build and deepen musical knowledge
  
EYFS: Children experience and respond to sound developing imagination and creativity.

Key stage 1: Children recognise and explore how sounds can be made, changed and organised. 

Lower key stage 2: Children recognise and explore the way the sounds can be combined and used expressively. 

Upper key stage 2: Children recognise and explore how musical ideas relate to each other within musical structures and how different parts fit together.
