This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	At Haytor View we believe the teaching and learning of Music develops children’s knowledge, skills and understanding, so that they can perform with increasing competence and confidence in a range of activities. Music teaching facilitates the communication of musical dimensions (timbre, pitch, texture, tempo, duration, structure & dynamics), through composition, improvisation, listening and appraising to develop an understanding of music from different eras and cultures.  To enable children to develop their skills and techniques as singers, instrumentalists and performers.  

We provide all pupils with opportunities to develop their knowledge in the following ways:
· Develop their awareness of the cultural knowledge associated with music
· Develop their performing skills that enables them to participate in social music
· Using improvisation to develop individual musical identity
· Gain a deeper understanding and appreciation of the music they engage 

Music is taught every week in our school. It is part of continuous provision for Foundation Stage and Year 1 and taught discretely from years 2 to 6.  Lessons are of a minimum of 40 minutes per week and are taught by class teachers.  Teaching is supported by the Charanga curriculum scheme of work. This musical learning is further supplemented by weekly singing assemblies in key stage 1 and 2 stage, lasting 20 minutes.
Children in years 2, 5 and 6 learn an instrument as a whole-class ensemble taught by class teacher support by Charanga scheme of work.  In year 3 and 4 a peripatetic music specialist teacher teaches as part of the Wider Opportunities programme. Each project lasts 12 weeks and culminates in a concert where children perform songs and pieces together.
The school has formed partnerships with the Torbay Music Festival and Devon and Torbay Music Hub.  These partnerships have supported the delivery of our music education and gave our year 3 and 4 children the opportunity to perform at the Torbay Music Festival.


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	At Haytor View Community Primary School, we currently offer individual and small-group lessons on a range of musical instruments through Blossom. Teachers visit the school and teach children. 
We have a thriving Key Stage 2 Choir that meet weekly and are free and accessible to all of Key Stage 2.
Eight key stage 2 children who we have identified as vulnerable and/or pupil premium, engage in 1:1, bespoke music lessons to support their social and emotional development as well as foster their love and creativity for music. They have a range of musical instruments offered to them to learn to play. This is funded by the Torbay Music Festival and has allowed these children to have experiences that have seen their knowledge and skills for playing instruments develop alongside their self-perception of themselves as learners, creators and community members. 


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	Children had the opportunity to perform or experience high quality music last academic year. Please see below for a list of those opportunities:
· Key Stage 1 and 2 performing at the church for Easter celebration;
· Key Stage 1 and 2 performing at our schools ‘Singing Around the Christmas Tree’
· EYFS and Key Stage 1 Christmas Nativity
· Key Stage 1 and 2 performing at the church for Christmas celebration;
· Key stage 1 and 2 performing at the church for Easter celebration;
· Year 3 and 4 performing at the Torbay Music Festival;
· Haytor View Musical Festival;
· Key Stage 2 Summer Production;
· Music concerts performed termly by our eight children who have lessons with our peripatetic teacher.
· All year groups were invited to attend a live band performance in our School Hall, allowing the children to experience listening to live music, but also having the opportunity to ask the band questions about the music played, discussing how the music made them feel and the names of each instrument in the band.


In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	To develop an ambitious music curriculum for all our children supported by Charanga Model Music Curriculum.
· Provide CPD focusing on identified needs through learning walks and staff feedback. These sessions will cover various aspects of music education, including new teaching strategies, assessment techniques, and use of technology in music. Enhancing teachers' skills and confidence in delivering music education will lead to more effective teaching and better student outcomes. Singing assemblies in both Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2 where children are taught essential vocal techniques, including warm-ups, correct posture and breathing exercises to improve vocal quality. This consistent practice not only enhances their singing abilities but also instils discipline and confidence.
Children to have more opportunities to access musical instruments throughout the school day to their love of music and learning to play different musical instruments.
To continue with engagement in music festivals and performances both within the school and at external events to allow children to mix with others with a shared musical interest.
