	Cricket Club has been offered to UKS2.  Children enjoyed striking and fielding sports that HTV offered through the curriculum.  This has been really successful with many children participating.  Equipment was purchased so children can enjoy the sport safely.

This was a cross-curricular link with RE.  The children learnt about the festival of light and showed this through movement and dance.  The children worked in unison, small groups and independently. All children, across the school, were able to engage successfully with the dancing.


This took place as part of our World Book Day celebrations.  All children, throughout the school, retold using dance a well-known story they had heard in class.
The children had the opportunity to revisit the skills they learnt from the previous workshop and develop these into creating new dance motifs.

Learning leaders were able to gain additional CPD through observing and participating in the workshops.


This is the third year Lucas Jet Circus has offered a great, unique experience to our children.  The children practised new skills that many had never done before or had only practised for a short amount of time the previous year.  This improved the resilience and perseverance of the children.
