Spring Term 2023 Questionnaire – Summary of Results
Introduction

· Spring term questionnaire was issued in March 2023 and returned to focussing upon ‘Curriculum’. 

· Data comparisons are made with Spring 2019 and 2022 when the same statements were used – as such responses pre and post-COVID can be compared.  

· This term 86 questionnaires were returned. This remains above the levels of 71 and 66 from Spring 2022 and 2019, and represents around average levels of responses - we will continue to seek to increase response levels through continued use of Year 6 pupils supporting parents. Responses continue to provide a worthy sample but we would be keen to see response levels increase. 
· Graphs illustrating outcomes of the current questionnaire together with comparisons are included at the end of this document. 
Additional comments

· Additional comments were provided by 9% (8) of respondents – this sits below the average of around 15% - where one parent provided multiple comments, this was counted as one respondent.
· 6 of 8 comments were positive, Negative comments related to behaviour and inconsistent school finish times. All comments are detailed below:-
‘Isn’t keen on maths but likes help at home learning club with it.’

‘Enjoys the competitions at other schools.’ 

‘We are positive with the school choices – our family enjoys school and their delivery.’

‘Overall x seems really happy and looks forward to school.’

‘Recycle more options within school to save wastage/help more between both parents/school. A good one would be waterproof all-in-ones for Foundation/Year 1. It’s great to work together.’

‘Absolutely wonderful school. Fantastic Foundation team. Thank-you for all you do. More feedback would be nice, not necessarily individual child as I appreciate the time constraints, but maybe a Foundation newsletter/ blog with all the activities done that week.’

‘We are very pleased with our daughter’s progress and very pleased with the nursery.’

‘Inconsistent finish times – one day it can be 3.05pm, the next 3,25pm which isn’t helpful when picking up older children for a different school.

‘I don’t think it is the school/teachers’ fault that some children are disruptive but the constant struggle for both teachers and parents because of bad behaviour is having a detrimental effect on the majority of the school.’

Overall Summary/ Way Forward
· Our analysis of responses over the years has always focused upon comparing the numbers of combined level 4 and 5 responses as we seek to consider trends that might be emerging, 

· Across 5 out 6 of the statements, combined percentages of level 4 and 5 responses have remained remarkably consistent across the questionnaires presented in Spring 2019 and 2022. In all of these statements percentages of level 4 and 5 responses have been at are above 90%. Given that these questionnaires cover pre and post COVID periods this is a strong positive indicator of ‘recovery’ in these areas.

· It is notable however that while combined percentages of level 4 and 5 responses have been largely consistent, this year has seen a decrease in level 5 responses and an increase in level 4 responses ie. the balance with which the circa 90% level 4 and 5 responses have been provided has changed. It will be important to monitor this over time as this may be an indicator of less certainty or positivity around responses that we would be keen to consider. 

· The statement ‘Children behave well in school’ shows a decline of 13% in combined level 4 and 5 responses this year, though this remains high overall at 78%. Historically this has often provided weaker levels of positive responses than other statements and is often cited as an area than requires consistent consideration and concern. Looking back comparison with 2010 (75%) and 2015 (82%) suggests that levels are not alarming. However some acknowledgement of how post-COVID children’s behaviour has become more challenging is appropriate. It is difficult to pin down individual factors for this shift, but there is widespread acknowledgement nationally of a change in many children’s presentation over recent times. What is essential at Haytor View is that we continue to recognise the role we play for all – those challenged in presenting appropriate behaviour as well as those who are not. Quotes from children and comments made in our very recent Ofsted report suggest that this is not being ignored – ‘bullying is rare’ ‘children have a deep understanding of equality and diversity’ and ‘pupils recognise that fairness is everyone getting what they need, rather than everyone getting the same’ suggests that our ongoing individual and collective focus upon the behaviour and learning of individuals is firmly present. It demands our continued attention going forward. 
· In summary then, responses in this questionnaire are reassuringly consistent with those seen previously. The balance of level 4 and level 5 responses is one to observe over time. Responses to the statement ‘Children behave well in school’ support us in recognising that the effort we place in supporting and managing both appropriate and less appropriate learning and social behaviours is important to the whole school community. As a result it is deserving of the time and effort spent considering and supporting children and families in the face of the current challenges faced by many which impact upon daily lives. 

· We are grateful to all those parents who responded to our survey and for comments made which we will seek to explore individually where appropriate.
