Whole School Reading Curriculum Plan



At Haytor View Community Primary School, we aim to turn all of our children into lifelong readers who are determined to explore and enjoy a variety of text.  We recognise that reading encompasses a huge range of skills, knowledge and attitudes. We believe that, to achieve this goal, our children need to:

· Have the phonics knowledge necessary to rapidly decode words;
· Combine accuracy, automaticity and prosody to read with fluency;
· Be exposed to a wide and varied range of class books, read to them;
· Acquire a wide vocabulary, a reliable knowledge of etymology and an understanding of the subtleties of language;
· Develop an understanding and enjoyment for reading stories, poetry, non-fiction and plays;
· Draw upon a broad base of skills to interpret, analyse and connect with a text;
· Have the skills needed to explain and justify their thinking, elaborate on their ideas and discuss texts with others;
· As children progress through the school they will read accurately and at a speed that focuses on their understanding rather than decoding individual words;
· With support, choose books which are at an age appropriate reading age when they become free readers;
· Begin to develop their stamina when reading for lengths of time and reading silently;
· Fostering the enjoyment of the physical essence of a book;
· Develop the habit of reading widely and often, for both pleasure and information;

This is a broad spectrum of skills, and they clearly cannot (and should not) all be taught at once, and for that reason our approach to the teaching of reading adapts as children move through our school. In Early Years and Year 1, the focus is on phonics, sight words and beginning to develop an understanding of what has been read. By the end of Key Stage 2, teaching focusses more often on the complex skills of inference, deduction and text analysis. Throughout the school, however, our desire is to develop a love of reading and to provide children with regular opportunities to share, discuss and explore their understanding.

For children who are secure in the 44 phonemes, high frequency words and common exception words they will be introduced to the Bug Club books ‘free readers’, matched at the same stage. The children will read these books across the week. A colour banded scheme is used to match children’s reading stage and developmentally appropriate books. They will be able to choose from the colour band independently. 

Adults will read with ‘free reader’ children a minimum of once a week, ensuring they are choosing books that match their ability, engage in purposeful conversations around the books chosen and ensure they are accessing different genres of books.

Class library will hold both fiction and non-fiction books that are age appropriate.  The children will be able to take these home to share.  These books to be changed regularly throughout the year.

	Children who are currently using Monster Phonics will continue read the books matched to their stage.  When the children are fluent, these books will be taken home to read.  

Once the children are secure in the 44 phonemes, high frequency words and common exception words they will be introduced to the Bug Club books, matched at the same stage.  This will give the children a wider breadth of books to choose from and start to bridge their reading from phonics to free readers using a colour banded scheme. The children will be reading these throughout the week to support their fluency and comprehension.

Children bridging from decodable texts to free readers will be supported in accessing a range of banded books appropriate to their reading age.  They will be able to choose from these books independently.  

Adults will work with free reader children on a 1:1 basis ensuring they are choosing books that match their ability, engage in purposeful conversations around the books chosen and ensure they are accessing different genres of books.

Class library will hold both fiction and non-fiction books that are age appropriate.  The children will be able to take these home to share.  These books to be changed regularly throughout the year.

Daily 30-45 minute reading fluency (guided reading) sessions: teacher working with (focusing on) at least one group per day and pupils grouped (targeted for responses and thinking) by need rather than ability 

As part of fluency (GR) session, independent activities enabling children to practise and apply reading skills (when not in guided group with teacher).

An increasing expectation of written recording of understanding through KS2 is evident though the reading fluency program which builds through the week to a series of written comprehension questions about the weekly text on Friday.

This includes echo reading, text marking, practising and preforming, investigating new vocabulary, reciprocal reading and written comprehension question.
